Townfield has adopted this accessibility plan in line with the school’s special educational needs policy
with the aim of ensuring that our school is socially and academically inclusive, that all pupils have access
to a full curriculum, and that all pupils are appropriately challenged.

Our special educational needs policy outlines the school’s provision for supporting pupils with special
educational needs and disabilities (SEND), and the school’s publication of equality information and
objectives explains how we ensure equal opportunities for all our students, increased access to the
curriculum, physical access to the school and access to information particular to students with SEND.
